Aim/Objectives: The aim, design and setting of the study.
Material and Method: How the study was performed and statistical tests used.
Result: The main findings in research.
Discussion: This section should discuss the implications of the findings in context of existing research and highlight limitations of the study.
Conclusion: Write brief summary and potential implications
Keywords: Write three to six keywords representing the main content of the article.

Introduction
The Background section should explain the background to the study, its aims, and a summary of the existing literature and why this study was necessary or its contribution to the field.
Material and Method
In this methods section should be includes:
· The aim, design and setting of the study
· The characteristics of participants such as Inclusion Criteria and Exclusion Criteria
· Description of materials
· A clear description of all processes, interventions and comparisons. Generic drug names should generally be used. 
Statistical analysis
The type of statistical analysis used, including a power calculation if appropriate.
Results
In this section, should be include the findings of the study including, if appropriate, results of statistical analysis which must be included either in the text or as tables, graphs, flow charts figures and all necessary pictures. 
Discussion
In this section should be discuss the implications of the findings in context of existing research and highlight limitations of the study.
Conclusions
In this section should state clearly the main conclusions and provide an explanation of the importance and relevance of the study.
List of abbreviations
If abbreviations are used in the text they should be defined in the text at first use, and a list of abbreviations should be provided.
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
